The health and vaccinations of the bulls was rated number three in importance by our buyers. Only birth weight and semen test were rated more important in their buying decision. 
We are very excited about the possibilities the Bonina facility provides for us in feeding, caring for and selling our bulls. We are working hard to develop a great plan and process to take advantage of these facilities. We think you as a consignor will share the same excitement as you become involved in the 2010-2011 WCA Bull Test and Sale.
